
June 13, 2005

A regular meeting of the Kenilworth Board of Education was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by President LoBello, in the Board of Education Conference Room of the Brearley School on June 13, 2005.
This meeting is being held in accordance with the schedule of meetings adopted at the organizational meeting held April 25, 2005. Adequate notice of this Regular Meeting of the Kenilworth Board of Education has been provided to the Home News Tribune, The Star- Ledger, Cranford Chronicle and the Roselle Park/Kenilworth Leader.  A copy has been filed with the Kenilworth Borough Clerk, posted in the Board Office, the Kenilworth Borough Hall, Brearley and Harding Schools, as is provided by the Open Public Meetings Act.
President LoBello led the salute to the Flag.
Upon roll call, the following members were present: Maria Anderson, Claudio Campanella, Annmarie Duda, Gerard Laudati, Mark LoBello, Livio Mancino, Thomas Mannix, Antonio Pugliese and Nancy Zimmerman.  Absent was: Fred Viteka
Also in attendance were Lloyd M. Leschuk, Superintendent, Vincent A. Gonnella, Board Secretary/Business Administrator and Vito A. Gagliardi, Jr., Attorney. 
The following members of the administrative team were present: Charles Cappello, Principal, Joseph Schaffren, Supervisor of Guidance & Assessment, and Brian Luciani, Assistant Principal.

Approximately six (6) members of the public were present.

Minutes of the Secretary, a copy having been sent to each Board Member (May 2 & 9, 2005) were approved upon motion by Campanella, seconded by Pugliese.  Motion carried 8 to 1.  Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mancino, Mannix, and Pugliese.  Voting no was: Zimmerman.  

Members of the Administrative Team highlighted their monthly reports:

· Mr. Schaffren, Supervisor of Guidance & Assessment: Anti-bullying programs continue at Harding School, testing has been completed, scholarships have been reviewed, and he reviewed the career shadowing program and the REBEL Program.

· Mr. Luciani, Brearley Assistant Principal: Reviewed a grant through the County to allow for several teenagers to work with our custodial staff during the summer months (Community Access Unlimited Transition Opportunity Program).
· Mr. Cappello, Brearley Principal:  Reviewed some positive press the school has recently received.  He thanked Mr. LoBello for his participation in the “Apprentice” program.  The summer reading list has been distributed, and reviewed articulation with Harding.

Mrs. Duda asked about an alcohol incident at the Senior Dinner.  The administration is handling the matter in accordance with established procedures.

Mr. Mancino asked about the orientation process students go through.  Mr. Schaffren and Mr. Luciani reviewed the various processes that go into orientation.

Mrs. Zimmerman asked about the status of the Pre K classes.  Dr. Leschuk stated there are currently 4 sections of Pre K and one section of Pre School Disabled.  No ELLI class.  The projected 4 sections of regular Pre K have not reached capacity (80) to date.

Dr. Leschuk announced that preliminary HSPA & GEPA test results are positive, and a full report will be forthcoming.  
The Superintendent's Report (with administrator’s reports), a copy having been sent to each Board Member, was approved without reading and after discussion upon motion by Duda, seconded by Campanella.

Motion was made by Laudati, seconded by Mancino, that the Board of Education accepts the correspondence as read.  Motion carried unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS: None.
NEW BUSINESS:  

· The Board discussed the need to invite council to a meeting during the summer to maintain a good relationship and line of communication.  

· Mr. Mancino reviewed concerns with traffic enforcement in the parking lot.  Gonnella will set up a meeting with the Police Chief to review our concerns and request enforcement.

· Several Board members were disappointed in the position the Borough Attorney took on the “Megan’s Law” issue discussed last month.  

· Mr. Mancino questioned the resolution approving NJSBAIG.  Mr. Gonnella outlined the benefits of the program and will have representatives of NJSBAIG at a meeting during the summer to fully review the program.

· Mr. Mancino opposes the fireworks being held on school grounds due to the dangers that exist and has recommended to the Borough that the County Park would be better suited for such an event.

· Mrs. Anderson requested an update on the Distribution of Assets/Dissolution Litigation.

· Mr. Gonnella reviewed his recommendation regarding the Food Service Management Company.

· Mr. Mancino and Mr. Gonnella reviewed Resolution #15.  Mr. Mancino was not satisfied with the auditor’s recommendations in this matter.

Motion was made by Duda, seconded by Mancino, that the meeting be opened to the public.  Motion carried unanimously.

· Jodi Lang asked about the summer camp program and the Community Access Unlimited Transition Opportunity Program.  She asked whether the results of the NJASK test have been received.  Dr. Leschuk stated not to date.
· Mrs. Finistrella asked how many Pre K students were enrolled for next year.  Dr. Leschuk did not have an updated figure but stated it was below the 80 pupil cut off.  She asked who will use the computer lab that is being configured for next year.  Dr. Leschuk reviewed the intended use of the lab.
Motion was made by Duda, seconded by Zimmerman, that the meeting be closed to the public.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion carried 8-1.Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mannix, Pugliese, and Zimmerman.  Voting no was: Mancino.

RESOLUTION #2: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Pursuant to N.J.A.C. 6:20-2.13 (e), we, the members of the Kenilworth Board of Education, certify that as of May 31, 2005, after review of the secretary's monthly financial report (appropriations section) and upon consultation with the appropriate district officials that to the best of our knowledge no major account or fund (Current Expense, Capital Outlay, or Debt Service) has been over expended in violation of N.J.A.C.6:20-2.l3 (b) and that sufficient funds are available to meet the district's financial obligations for the remainder of the fiscal year.

Be It Further Resolved, That the Kenilworth Board of Education accept the reports of the School Business Administrator/Board Secretary and the Treasurer of School Monies and that they are in agreement for the month of April 2005.  Motion carried 8-1.Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mannix, Pugliese, and Zimmerman.  Voting no was: Mancino.

RESOLUTION #3: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Whereas, pursuant to Board of Education Policy #3160, the Superintendent and Secretary to the Board have made the following line item transfers (May 2005) in the 2004-2005 school budget, Be It Resolved, That their actions be ratified and recorded in the minutes as per attached. Motion carried 8-1.Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mannix, Pugliese, and Zimmerman.  Voting no was: Mancino.

RESOLUTION #4: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Chapters 192 and 193, Laws of 1977, require the public schools to offer auxiliary services to nonpublic school pupils on the same terms and conditions that they are offered to public school pupils. 

Auxiliary Services include: Compensatory Education, English as a Second Language, Supplemental Instruction, Examination and Classification, Corrective Speech, and Home Instruction.

The Union County Educational Services Commission has again offered to provide these auxiliary services to eligible nonpublic students in Union County during the 2005-2006 school year.

Therefore, the following Resolution is recommended:

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 18A:46-6, 8, 19.1, et seq. (Laws of 1977, Chapter 193); N.J.S.A. 18A:46A-1 et seq. (Laws of 1997, Chapter 192) require that the State and local community identify and provide auxiliary and handicapped services for students who attend nonpublic schools; and

WHEREAS, the cost of providing these services is funded entirely by the State of New Jersey; and

WHEREAS, the Union County Educational Services Commission has agreed to provide these services to eligible students who attend nonpublic schools in Kenilworth Board of Education;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Kenilworth Board of Education enter into an agreement with the Union County Educational Services Commission whereby the Commission will provide services during the 2005-2006 school year for those students who attend nonpublic schools in Kenilworth Board of Education pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:46-19.7 and N.J.S.A. 18A:46A-7; and,

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that twenty percent (20%) of the total allocation for such services will be paid on or before July 15, 2005 with additional monthly payments of ten percent (10%) to be paid on or before the 15th day of September, 2005 through and including the month of April, 2006. The cost of services provided by the Union County Educational Services Commission shall not exceed the funds provided by the State.  Motion carried 9-0. Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mancino, Mannix, Pugliese, and Zimmerman.  

RESOLUTION #5: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Be It Resolved, That the Kenilworth Board of Education approves the participation in coordinated transportation services with Union County Educational Services Commission for the 2005-2006 school year. Motion carried 9-0. Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mancino, Mannix, Pugliese, and Zimmerman.  

RESOLUTION #6: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, WHEREAS, P.L. 1991, Chapter 226, requires that each Board of Education of a district in which a nonpublic school is located shall provide certain nursing services to those students who are enrolled full time in the nonpublic school; and

WHEREAS, the Union County Educational Services Commission has agreed to provide the required nursing services for local public school districts for the purpose of efficient delivery of services and greater cost effectiveness through cooperation and centralized administration; 

THERFORE, BE IT RESOLVED: that the Kenilworth Board of Education enter into an agreement with the Union County Educational Services Commission whereby the Commission will implement the law and administer the nonpublic school nursing services program for those full time students enrolled in the nonpublic school(s) located within the Kenilworth Board of Education for the 2005-2006 school year, in accordance with applicable law; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Kenilworth Board of Education shall pay to the Commission five percent (5%), as an administrative fee, of the entitlement funds received by the Board as State aid, per pupil, pursuant to said enactment.

Payment will be made in three (3) installments: fifty percent (50%) on or before October 1, 2005; 25% on or before January 1, 2006; and twenty-five percent (25%) on or before April 1, 2006. Motion carried 9-0. Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mancino, Mannix, Pugliese, and Zimmerman.  

RESOLUTION #7: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Be It Resolved That, the Kenilworth Board of Education approves the 2005-2006 Nonpublic Technology Program Agreement between Union County Educational Services Commission and the Kenilworth Board of Education.  Motion carried 9-0. Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mancino, Mannix, Pugliese, and Zimmerman.  

RESOLUTION #8: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Be It Resolved That, the Kenilworth Board of Education approves the 2005-2006 Special Education Tuition agreement between the Kenilworth Board of Education and the Union County Educational Services Commission as per the attached. Motion carried 9-0. Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mancino, Mannix, Pugliese, and Zimmerman.

RESOLUTION #9: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Be It Resolved That, the Kenilworth Board of Education approves the awarding of the cooperative pricing for the furnishing of natural gas for the 2005-2006 school year to Woodruff Energy, 73 Water Street, Bridgeton, NJ 08320.  The contract will be in effect from July 1, 2005 to October 31, 2005 with the cooperative pricing to be as follows:

RESOLUTION #10:  Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, WHEREAS, the New Jersey School Boards Insurance Act, Assembly 1373, enacted and signed by the Governor in 1983, enables school districts to cooperate with each other to make the most efficient use of their powers and resources on a basis of mutual advantage in the areas of insurance and self‑insurance and related services; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Education of the Kenilworth District desires to secure protection, services, and savings relating to insurance and self‑insurance for itself and its departments and employees; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Education of the Kenilworth District finds that the best and most efficient way of securing this protection and services is by cooperating with other school districts across the State of New Jersey; and

WHEREAS, the New Jersey School Boards Association Insurance Group and its bylaws provide a basis for securing this protection for member districts; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF EDUCATION OF THE Kenilworth School District:  THAT the Board of Education of Kenilworth  joins with other school districts in organizing and becoming members of the Subfund of the New Jersey School Boards Association Insurance Group (Educational Risk Insurance Consortium); and THAT, by adoption and signing of this resolution, the Board of Education is hereby joining the Subfund of the New Jersey School Boards Association Insurance Group (Educational Risk Insurance Consortium) effective the date indicated below, and for the duration of three consecutive years for the following coverage:

RESOLUTION #11: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Be It Resolved, That the Kenilworth Board of Education approves the use of school grounds to the Borough of Kenilworth for a fireworks display on Sunday, July 3, 2005 with a rain date of Sunday, July 10, 2005 from 6:00 to 10:00 p.m.   

The use of the grounds is under the conditions that the Borough and Garden State Fireworks, the fireworks vendor, provides a certificate of insurance for the event naming the Kenilworth Board of Education as additional insured, and the Department of Public Works is responsible for clean up after the event. RESOLUTION #12: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Be It Resolved, That the Kenilworth Board of Education approves Sills, Cummis, Epstein and Gross, P.C. to provide legal services on behalf of the Berkeley Heights, Clark, Kenilworth and Springfield Boards of Education in the matter of the dissolution of the Union County Regional High School District No. 1 as prescribed in the attached Agreement for Professional Legal Services. Motion carried 9-0. Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mancino, Mannix, Pugliese, and Zimmerman.

RESOLUTION #13: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Be It Resolved, that the Board of Education urges the New Jersey Attorney General to seek legal relief from the federal government’s requirements under the No Child Left Behind Act, and

Be It Further Resolved, that the Board of Education is committed to high standards and high expectations for every child but finds the Act to be a hindrance to this commitment.

And Be It Further Resolved, that the Board of Education recognizes that despite the intent of the legislation, the No Child Left Behind Act presents obstacles to the teaching – learning process which includes unfair, rigid and unfunded regulations.  The Board of Education also questions the validity of over-reliance on standardized testing rather than classroom focused solutions.  

And Be It Further Resolved, that the Board of Education objects, in particular, to the unfair financial burden the No Child Left Behind Act places on the residents of Kenilworth and other school districts despite the commitment of the federal government not to impose an unfunded mandate.

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved, that this resolution shall be sent to the New Jersey Attorney General with copies to the Governor and members of the state and federal legislative delegation representing Kenilworth Borough. RESOLUTION #14: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Be It Resolved, That the Kenilworth Board of Education approves Maschio’s Food Service Management Company as the food service management company for the 2005-2006 school year with an annual management fee of $7,000.00 and authorizes execution of contract documents following Board Attorney review. Motion carried 8-1.Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mannix, Pugliese, and Zimmerman.  Voting no was: Mancino.

RESOLUTION #15: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Be It Resolved, That the Kenilworth Board of Education makes the following accounting adjustments to the Treasurer’s Records as per the recommendation of the auditors:

RESOLUTION #16: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Be It Resolved, That the Kenilworth Board of Education approves the contract from Trinitas Hospital for special education occupational therapy summer services, as attached. Motion carried 9-0. Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mancino, Mannix, Pugliese, and Zimmerman.

RESOLUTION #17: Introduced by Campanella, who moved its adoption, seconded by Laudati, Be It Resolved, That the Kenilworth Board of Education approves the Union County Educational Services Commission to administer the district’s Nonpublic School Individuals with Disabilities Education Act-B Initiative (IDEA-B) funds, both preschool and basic, pursuant to the requirements of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act and Grant Application on behalf of the Board, effective September 1, 2005 until August 31, 2006.  The Board agrees to pay the Commission the full amount of the Nonpublic School IDEA-B grant funding in support of the Nonpublic School Individuals with Disabilities Education Act-B Initiative (IDEA-B) which shall include the 5% (five percent) administrative cost, by September 30, 2005 or by the date that the IDEA-B Aid is received.  It is understood that the Commission will provide services for all of the eligible Nonpublic schools identified by the district’s grant application. Motion carried 9-0. Voting yes was: Anderson, Campanella, Duda, Laudati, LoBello, Mancino, Mannix, Pugliese, and Zimmerman.
